	Crush/pinch hazards
	Vehicle parking brake is set or vehicle is placed in park and shut off.

	5.Plow lift chains are hooked to plow hoist.

 
	Lifting hazards
	Use proper lifting techniques to lift chains.

	6. Hydraulic lines are attached to vehicle.


	Splash/contact with hydraulic fluids
	Ground crew to wear gloves and safety glasses.

	7. Plow operations are tested.


	Plow could strike ground crew
