· Flying debris in eyes
	· Start saw on ground
· Make sure saw & surface are stable

· Wear PPE; glasses, gloves, hardhat& shield, and hearing protection

	3. Cutting the wood.

	· Cutting injuries to body parts
	· Maintain proper stance and hold
· Maintain secure footing

· Never cut above shoulder level

	 
	· Log or Limb rolling into body
	· Stand upslope so cut pieces roll away

	 
	· Kickback
	· Make sure chain is moving before contact
· Use wedge when needed to prevent binding
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
