	Struck by, laceration, electrical shock
	Bring the saw to a Zero Energy point by performing lock out / tag out procedures prior to inspection. Once a t a zero energy state, performing the following checks:
* Make sure that all guards are in place an operable

* Check the saw blade to ensure it is in good shape. Check for missing teeth, cracks, and make sure it has the appropriate RPM rating. Make sure the blade in secure in its mount.

*Check the electric power source to include the switch, power cord, and receptacle. 

* Supply energy to the saw once inspection is completed.
