	RECOMMENDED ACTION OR PROCEDURE

	1.  Assemble Personal Protective Equipment, i.e. safety glasses, latex or rubber gloves, spray bottle, scrub brush, mop, bucket and disinfectant.
	Bloodborne pathogens, viruses, bacterial infections
	Wear safety glasses and gloves to protect yourself.

	2. Remove blankets and any other bedding and place in plastic bag.

	Seal bag and set aside to be taken to industrial cleaner for cleaning.


	3. Apply disinfectant to all areas of cell, including walls and sink with pump sprayer.  Use mop on floor with bucket of disinfectant solution and scrub brush on walls if necessary.  Don’t forget to look at the ceiling to see if it needs cleaning.

	Care should be taken not to slip on wet surfaces.

	4.  Rinse cell with clear water and allow to air dry or use towels if necessary.

	Used towels should also be taken to industrial cleaner.

	5.  Dispose of waste water in sink, clean buckets and brush, discard gloves in hazardous waste container.  If safety glasses are contaminated clean with disinfectant.
