	Prepare line painting machine by checking parts to make sure they work properly.  Check gas & oil levels in motor.

	Choose paint; mix in strainer, place paint on machine.  Install strainer and tips to the paint gun.  Start motor, engage pump switch and set proper pressure.  Make sure pump is circulating.  Switch to paint mode.

	Place machine in proper location to paint line.  Set the line machine lock (for straightness)

	Spray Line…If satisfied with line, disengage pump & switch to circulate mode.

	Return equipment to shop via trailer transport for machine clean up.

	Remove paint which is leftover – seal lid to paint – remove strainer tips and clean in hot water.  Install 5 gallon bucket of water on machine to clean out hoses and filters.

	After all residual paint is dissolved, idle down machine, and shut pump switch pressure off.  Shut motor off.  Place machine for storage until next use.  Lubricate pump as necessary.
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
